(The following writing is based on a letter issued on July
4, 2007 from DCP)

The Defense and Confirmation Project was formed as “a
project to defend and confirm the New Testmament
ministry of Watchman Nee and Witness Lee and the
practice of the local churches.” Our work was initiated in
early 2001, under the Lord’s leading and in fellowship
with the co-workers, as the recovery witnessed an
increasing wave of opposition on the Internet and in print
after Brother Lee’s passing. In 1980, during an earlier
period of swelling opposition, Borther Lee’s leading was
that we should take four “ways” in meeting opposition to
the Lord’s recovery: (1) the Christian way (Matt 18); (2)
contacting people in a properly aggressive way; (3) the
writing way,; and (4) if forced, the legal way.

DCP practice has always been-after carrying out the
necessary research and analysis and based on much
fellowship and the Lord’s leading- to contact and write to
people pointing them to the truths the Lord has opened to
us in the recovery and to the facts of the situation. The
four “ways” Brother Lee identified continue to guide us.

Following, for your prayers, is a very brief summary of
our present understanding of the Lord’s direction for DCP
going forward:

1. To bring to light the facts that surfaced during the
Harvest House litigation;

2. To intensify our contact and fellowship with
believers (academic, ministry leaders, media,
college campus groups, etc.) outside the recovery
so that they can be helped in their understanding
of us (see LCtestimomy.org);

3. To re-initiate a project to improve the presence of
our positive web sites on the Internet;

4. To publish further inoculations regarding
dissenting deviations in truth and practice;

5. To increase DCP support to the full-time teams on
the college campuses;

6. To write to clarify the truth and the facts and
expose the lies and twistings by those who oppose
or deviate; and

7. To aggressively contact some who oppose and
misrepresent our teaching and practice.
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
